Revelation 21:10 - 22:5   10 And he showed me the great city, the holy Jerusalem, descending out of heaven from God,  11 having the glory of God. 12 Also she had a great and high wall with twelve gates, and twelve angels at the gates.  

19 The foundations of the wall of the city were adorned with all kinds of precious stones.  21 The twelve gates were twelve pearls: each individual gate was of one pearl. And the street of the city was pure gold, like transparent glass.  

22 But I saw no temple in it, for the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are its temple.  23 The city had no need of the sun or of the moon to shine in it, for the glory of God illuminated it. The Lamb is its light.  24 And the nations of those who are saved shall walk in its light, and the kings of the earth bring their glory and honor into it.  25 Its gates shall not be shut at all by day (there shall be no night there).

Ordination Questions:  I. Knowledge of the Doctrine of the Church
1. What happened on Pentecost? Did this event create any difference between the OT church and the NT church?

2. What do you consider to be the most important aspect(s) of church life? Why? How do you believe it or they can be lived out in obedience to the Lord? Relate this to Christ’s “great commission” to the church in Matt. 28:18-20 and Acts 1:7-8.

3. Can you relate for us the three marks of the true Church in such a way as to show them all proclaiming the Lord Jesus? In other words, is each in some way a fulfillment of the great commission?

4. How do they each relate to worship?

5. How do they each relate to edification?

6. How do they each relate to “fellowship”?

7. What is a sermon? Do you agree with the Second Helvetic Confession that “The preaching of the Word of God is the Word of God”? Explain. What sort of authority ought sermons to have in the church? Does it matter if the preacher is ordained? How?

8. Is there a scriptural mandate for organizational church union? Or are denominations a good thing, allowing scope for diversities within the body of Christ? Discuss specific passages.

9. Should we expect numerical growth in the local church? Why or why not?

10. Is the term “Kingdom of God” synonymous with “Church”? If not, how do you distinguish them?

11. Distinguish the proper functions of family, state and church. Does the church have the right to discipline parents for mistreating their children? Does it have the right to petition the state for political change? May it ever advocate the participation of church members in a political cause?

12. Ought the church to forbid its members to take alcohol, tobacco, or dangerous drugs? Ought we to discourage the use of such substances? How?

13. What stand would you take on pornography? Prostitution?

14. What steps may the state take to discourage such practices? What ought the church to do as a body or as individuals?

15. What do you perceive as the great dangers or problems faced by the Church of Jesus Christ in our day? How would you work in your congregation to stand against such danger?

16. Discuss the Emergent Church Movement, its main points, and what you see as the inherent dangers in this movement. Give examples of representatives of this movement.
