Therefore, just as sin came into the world through one man, and death through sin, and so death spread to all men because all sinned--  13 for sin indeed was in the world before the law was given, but sin is not counted where there is no law.  14 Yet death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those whose sinning was not like the transgression of Adam, who was a type of the one who was to come.  
15 But the free gift is not like the trespass. For if many died through one man's trespass, much more have the grace of God and the free gift by the grace of that one man Jesus Christ abounded for many.  16 And the free gift is not like the result of that one man's sin. For the judgment following one trespass brought condemnation, but the free gift following many trespasses brought justification.  17 For if, because of one man's trespass, death reigned through that one man, much more will those who receive the abundance of grace and the free gift of righteousness reign in life through the one man Jesus Christ.  
18 Therefore, as one trespass led to condemnation for all men, so one act of righteousness leads to justification and life for all men.  19 For as by the one man's disobedience the many were made sinners, so by the one man's obedience the many will be made righteous.  20 Now the law came in to increase the trespass, but where sin increased, grace abounded all the more,  21 so that, as sin reigned in death, grace also might reign through righteousness leading to eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.


















Jesus and Adam—The Kings and their Kingdoms
I. The Kingdoms—Red and Green
A. Characteristics of both—the words.  Adam broke the world.  Jesus is restoring it.
B. It’s a kingdom—eschatology.  Coming of the Kingdom of God.  It’s here now. Overlapping.
1. V21 says “sin reigned,” Sin—11, Tresspass.  6, Death.  5, Judgment and condemnation—3
2. v21—grace reigns.  Gift—5, Grace—5, Righteousness—4, Life—3, Justification
a. We see this kingdom a lot at work. It’s more than isolated incidents, it’s a culture.

b. Companies, families, groups of friends
II. How they are the Same (v18-19)
A. They both come from the works of the kings
1. Legal effects:  One act makes their descendants like them. 

One sin ( condemnation (v18)
One righteous act ( justification (v18)
2. Medical effects:  One act makes their descendants like them. 

One disobedience ( many made sinners (v19)
One obedience ( many made righteous (v19)
God treats us in some ways according to our leaders.  
III. How they are Different (v15-17)
A. Adam’s act brings death to many, Jesus’ act brings grace to many (v15)
B. Adam brought the reign of death, Jesus brought the reign of life—we reign (v17)
IV. What happens when the two kingdoms collide? (v16)

A. Like begets like

1. We see these two kingdoms.  They exist side by side.  Like begets like.  But that’s depressing if you’re stuck where you don’t want to be.  If you’re down in Adam’s kingdom, what do you do?

2. The answer is right in the center of this passage. In the middle.  This is the place where the two kingdoms come together.  v16
3. What happens when the kingdom of Jesus collides with the kingdom of Adam?  
B. The Collision

1. When the sin, death, and condemnation of Adam meet the abundant grace and righteousness of Jesus—Jesus’ kingdom wins out.  
2. But see how Jesus achieves this victory:  he doesn’t stomp Adam and his kingdom into the dust of the ground. He takes the sins of Adam’s kingdom and he dies for them.  He takes our many trespasses, and he takes them onto himself, suffering the condemnation for them, so that we can be forgiven—justified.  
C. Condemnation comes from one offense, Justification comes from many offenses (v16)
1. When the two kingdoms come together, there is Jesus, the doorway that leads out from death and into life.  It only takes one trespass to bring condemnation.  But Jesus brings forgiveness, he brings the gift of salvation, he brings justification after many trespasses.  This is what the text says.  

2. If you are living in the Adam kingdom, you can bring all your sins, all your guilt and condemnation, bring your many trespasses to Jesus, and he’ll give you the gift of salvation.  He’ll bring you into his kingdom.  It’s the forgiveness, the justification that comes from his death and resurrection that makes you leave Adam’s kingdom and join his.  So bring your many trespasses to Jesus.  Where you sins abound, Jesus’ grace superabounds.  It covers anything that you’ve ever done.  
AFTER Q&A
What is it that makes this true in your life?  Have to know it.  The link from knowing to being is believing.  
Have to experience it—through the cross—you come and Jesus conquers your sin.

Have you act on it—your life, live as though you’re up here.  Remind yourself of this reality. IT TAKES FAITH!
