Sanctification, part 2:  How to Daily Walk in Heaven
Romans 8:5-11
Romans 8:4-11   4 in order that the righteous requirement of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not according to the flesh but according to the Spirit.  5 For those who live according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who live according to the Spirit set their minds on the things of the Spirit.  6 For to set the mind on the flesh is death, but to set the mind on the Spirit is life and peace.  7 For the mind that is set on the flesh is hostile to God, for it does not submit to God's law; indeed, it cannot.  8 Those who are in the flesh cannot please God.  

9 You, however, are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if in fact the Spirit of God dwells in you. Anyone who does not have the Spirit of Christ does not belong to him.  10 But if Christ is in you, although the body is dead because of sin, the Spirit is life because of righteousness.  11 If the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, he who raised Christ Jesus from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit who dwells in you.

Introduction
How to we st8ay up in the heavenly places in Christ?  How do we walk in the Spirit?  How do we know if the Spirit of God is in us?
I. Spirit vs. Flesh

A. Not physical vs. immaterial, but this present evil age vs. the age to come

1. V10—body vs. Spirit is old self vs. new self 
2. “in the Spirit” has been defined throughout Romans 5-8:  united to Jesus in his death and resurrection, free from sin, dead to the law, alive to marry Jesus, fighting the enemy within, certain that Jesus fights the enemy within, Jesus fights for you, dies for you, fills you.  
a. It means to live as though the “Age to Come” has come true in your life.  Know and believe this! 
b. Pray it into reality

c. Walk in it

3. Believe that you are new

4. Walk as though you are new

5. This fulfills God’s purpose—to have people who actually love him and serve him

6. You become now in part what you will be completely in the future

II. This passage is a description of DO—people who are in Christ do these things:

A. They walk and live according to the Spirit

B. But how?  Through KNOWING who they are and BEING in relationship to Christ

1. KNOWING—set your minds on things of the Spirit
a. Repeats what Paul said in Romans 6—it’s about what you think.  “Consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God.”  Your faith, your mind set will dictate how you live.

2. BEING—let the Spirit of God control you, be in relationship with him through prayer
III. Disciplines of the Christian Life

A. This changes how we see Bible reading, prayer, fellowship, worship, etc.

B. These activities are invitations for us to a deeper understanding, experience, and practice of the Holy Spirit in our lives.

C. This is a fuller expression of how we preach the gospel to ourselves.
