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	Discussion Questions for Community Groups
Title
Mark 5:24-34
1. Read verse 27 and consider how it might apply to your life.  What reports have you heard about Jesus that might encourage you to come to him for healing?  What are different ways today that people can be healed by Jesus?
2. Applying verses 25-26, what kinds of “physicians” do people seek out today to heal their problems and difficulties?  What have you tried that hasn’t worked?
3. In verses 30-33, Jesus responded to the healing by calling attention to the woman in the crowd.  Why was this the LAST thing that the woman wanted?  But why was this infinitely better for her?  Have you ever had an experience where you were exposed, but it turned out better for you?
4. What does it mean to go in peace?  How do we live in the reality of the power of Jesus and a relationship with him?
5. What can you do to help others who feel like this woman?  How can you help them experience the power of Jesus and a relationship with him?

Mark 5:24-34
24 A great crowd was following Jesus and thronged about him.  25 And there was a woman who had had a discharge of blood for twelve years,  26 and who had suffered much under many physicians, and had spent all that she had, and was no better but rather grew worse.  
27 She had heard the reports about Jesus and came up behind him in the crowd and touched his garment.  28 For she said, "If I touch even his garments, I will be made well."  29 And immediately the flow of blood dried up, and she felt in her body that she was healed of her disease.  
30 And Jesus, perceiving in himself that power had gone out from him, immediately turned about in the crowd and said, "Who touched my garments?"  
31 And his disciples said to him, "You see the crowd pressing around you, and yet you say, 'Who touched me?'"  
32 And he looked around to see who had done it.  
33 But the woman, knowing what had happened to her, came in fear and trembling and fell down before him and told him the whole truth.  
34 And he said to her, "Daughter, your faith has made you well; go in peace, and be healed of your disease."
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
