	A Life of Worship

God Calls Us:  It Starts with Him
Hebrews 12:22-24
1. Getting Started:  Name one thing that the Bible says that you have trouble believing.  Why is it hard to believe?  
2. Interpreting and Experiencing (KNOWING and BEING):  Where does our passage say God calls us during Sunday worship?  How is this possible?  Have you ever felt that way during worship?  
3. Applying (DOING):  Often we come into Sunday Worship pre-occupied with thoughts, feelings, trials, or circumstances that distract us from truly hearing God call you into worship.  What specifically can you do to make sure you hear God call you?
4. Interpreting and Experiencing (KNOWING and BEING):  Why do we sing?  What kinds of songs are best following God’s Call to worship?
5. Applying (DOING):  What kinds of needs or problems are addressed by the Calling Stage of Sunday Worship?  Share an area of struggle in your life (frustration, anger, work, communication in relationships, etc.) and describe how being called by God can help bring healing in your life.

6. Applying (DOING):  How could God’s Call in Sunday Worship affect the way you walk with God Monday through Saturday?
