2Corinthians 11:2-3
1. Getting Started:  Most people want to have a religious life that is consistent and meaningful.  What is the hardest thing for you in having your faith a part of your daily life?
2. Applying (DOING):  What benefits do you get from loving and following Jesus?  What difference has your relationship with Jesus made in your life in the last 3 months?
3. Experiencing (BEING)  How do you make it so that your time with Jesus is focused on a real relationship with him, not merely about having to read your Bible or pray? 
4. Applying (DOING):  Is it possible to pursue “religious discipline” without it turning into an exhausting treadmill?  How?  What keeps your time with Jesus from becoming empty or tiring? 
	
	Confessing Together
Leader:  
Jesus said, “31 Do not be anxious, saying, 'What shall we eat?' or 'What shall we drink?' or 'What shall we wear?'  32 For non-Christians seek after all these things, and your heavenly Father knows that you need them all.  33 But seek first the kingdom of God and his righteousness, and all these things will be added to you.”  — Matthew 6:31-33

But our worst sin is that when we worry, we forget you and your purpose for our life.   Please forgive us for letting our anxiety lead us away from you.
